The Cabinet:
After perusal of the Constitution,

Law No. 118 of 1975 regarding import and export and its executive regulations,
The Law of Economic Zones of Special Nature promulgated by Law No. 83 of
2002, and The Executive Regulations of the Law of Economic Zones of Special
Nature issued by the Prime Minister’'s Decision No. 1625 of 2002,

Based on the proposal presented by the President of the General Authority for
Suez Canal Economic Zone

After the approval of the Minister of Commerce and Industry, and
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after the Cabinet's approval,

Has decided:
(Article One)

The provisions attached to this Decision regarding im?bar'\t' and export rules to
and from the Suez Canal Economic Zone (SCZONE) and health, environmental
and technical control systems related to import and export in the SCZONE shall
be approved.

(Article Two)

This Decision shall be published in the Official Gazette, and shall come into
force on the day following the date of its publication.

To and from the Suez Canal Economic Zone

Health, Environmental and Technical Control Systems related to Import
and Export

PART |
General Provisions
(Scope of Validity)

Article (1)

The rules contained in this Decision shall apply to import and export to and from
the Suez Canal Economic Zone, whether with regard to outside or inside the
country, as well as health, environmental and technical control systems related
to import and export in the SCZONE.

The provisions of laws and general regulations shall apply to matters that are
not specifically provided for in these rules.

(Definitions)

Article (2)

In applying the provisions of these rules, the foIIo{?iﬁr}g'___ and phrases have
the meaning shown next to each of them:

Law: Law of Economic Zones of a Special Nature promulgated by Law No. 83
of 2002.

Authority: The General Authority for the Suez Canal Economic Zone

SCZone: Suez Canal Economic Zone

The Board: The Board of Directors of the General Authority for the Suez Canal
Economic Zone.

The Chairman: The Chairman of the General Authority for the Suez Canal
Economic Zone.

Competent Minister: The Minister concerned with foreign trade affairs.

Importer: The natural or legal person in whose name the customs statement is
registered for goods required to be released, and who is responsible for fulfilling
the import rules mentioned in this Decision.



Project: Each project established according to the aforementioned Law of
economic zones of a special nature. The project can be in form of individual
facility, partnership, limited partnership, one Person Company, Joint Stock
Company, Limited Liability Company, Company Limited by Shares or Branches
of Foreign Companies .Such project shall have the required licenses and the
permits of practicing the activities from the Authority’s Board of Directors.

Production Projects: Industrial or assembling projects, for which a license is
issued by the Authority to illustrate the nature of the manufactured products.
Such projects work on transformational and supplemental processes.

Projects of Public Bounded Warehouses: projects in which the merchandise
and goods are stored. A license is issued for such projects from the Authority.
They are assigned for placement of goods in favor of third parties under

supervision of a customs committee.

Projects of Private Bounded Warehouses: projects in which the
merchandise and goods are stored. A license is issued for such projects from
the Authority, and they are assigned for placemen‘t‘b‘{“goods in favor of the
project itself. b
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Logistic Investment Service Projects: PrOJe\ _s fo_r WhICh a Ilcense is issued

from the Authority to preform logistic services “and- prowde supply chain

services. It is also authorized for such projects to store goods in private depot
in favor of the project inside its scope.

Release: Fulfillment of import rules issued by the Zone, and receipt of customs
release permit by the person, in his name the customs statement is registered,
subject to payment of customs taxes, other taxes and fees when the goods

enter into the domestic market.

Import: Bringing goods from inside or outside the country for a project in the
zone, and entering them in the customs circle o register the customs statement

by paying the fee of the “economic zones with special nature”.
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Importing a Project to the Zone for Trading: Everything such as commodities
and goods — which carry the commercial quality - imported by the Projects of
public and private bounded warehouses and projects of logistic investment
services in the zone, in order to sell them in their condition at time of import,
after packaging or wrapping without any transformational or supplemental
process. However, the nature of practicing the storage activity, placements or

providing logistic services must be proven in the commercial registry.

Importing a Project to the Zone for Goods Production and Providing
Logistic Services: Everything imported by the production projects in the zone
in order to sell them after changing their conditions, also everything imported
by the service projects to achieve the performance of service in what these
projects carry out or the business entrusted to them. This includes production,
operation or service performance supplies including materials, raw substances,

intermediate goods and other parts.

Importing a Project to the Zone for Private Use: Everything imported — for
purposes other than trade or production — such as capital assets, equipment,
machines, instruments, tasks, spare parts, other components, publicity and
advertising material, specimens, models, dies and other in order to be used for

the benefit of the importer's business not his person.

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Export: providing goods to inside or outsTde the country from the zone, entering

Zone's Exports for Private Use: Everything imported — for purposes other
than trade or production — such as capital assets, spare parts, publicity and
advertising material, specimens, models, dies and other in order to be used for
the benefit of the importer's business not his person. In addition, what is
imported for the purpose of financial lease is considered a private use except

passenger vehicles.

Any amendments to the rules contained in this decision shall be approved after
referral to the Council and obtaining the approval of the competent minister ,

The imports of the SCZONE from outside the country are not subject to the
general regulations of importing.
(Banning supplier from outside the country)
Article (7)

By virtue of a resolution of the Council — after referral by the President - it is
permissible to ban dealing with any supplier from outside the country that

deliberately harms the national economy



The Council shall abide with the recommendations of the competent minister
to ban dealing with any supplier that deliberately harms the national economy,
provided that the special reasons shall be attached hereto .

Production & Services Projects shall abide to submit to the competent
Custom a document proving the practice and nature of the activity , import
declaration form which prepared by the Authority concerning its approval of
import on the date of submitting of Customs Declaration.

Article (10)

In the event that the projects of Public Bounded Warehouses in the SCZONE
import goods from outside the country , when they enter the local market , only
the general rules for importing from abroad shall be met on the date of

submitting the Customs Statements .



(Goods in Slotting Fee)

Article (11)
The Authority may hold an international or regional fair within the territory of the
SCZONE for the exhibitors in the international fairs and markets for which a
license shall be issued to be held in Egypt to sell imported goods under slotting
fee and the direct return from the sale outlet. The technical regulations with
relation thereto are set forth in the licensing decision issued by the Authority. In
this case, the sale shall be performed under the supervision of the Authority
and the Customs Authority, provided that the general rules of importing from
outside the country whether the sale was for trading, production or personal
use shall be fulfilled except the completion of the certificate of origin and the
shipment from the origin country.
The Authority may also permit the logistic projects to hold the same in the
SCZONE.

Article (12)
Without prejudice to Article (21) of these Regulations, the projects shall be
prohibited from dealing with non-traders and factories inside the country, and
the violations of the projects for this prohibition shall be considered an import

violation.

need to be registered in exporters' registry and without a prior permission.

( Re-Export)

Article (14)
The productive projects in the SCZONE shall be prohibited from re-exporting
any items needed to exercise their activities outside the country, which items
have been imported from inside the country, except the equipment and

machines upon the request of upgrading the production line.



The projects of public and private bounded warehouses and the investment
logistics services shall receive goods from within the country for operation or
export the same outside the country in their current condition, the exporter shall
fulfill the general rules of exportation abroad especially the registration in
exporters' registry.
(The Controls of Exporting inside the Country)
Article (15)

The export shall not be considered a SCZONE project inside the country except
in a limited extent and by a quantity proportion and for a period determined by
the Board as required by the public interest of the country, provided that a
certificate of the productive project which shall be sealed from the Authority

shall be issued to indicate such periods and proportion.

The submission to the prohibition prescribed on the banned goods which shall

not be imported as full product from outside the country whenever the

manufactured products inside the region fulfilled the following conditions:

a- If it was allowed to be manufactured inside the local market.
b- If there are no restrictions on importing the components thereof from

abroad.



c- Fulfilling the prescribed percentage of local manufacturing inside the
SCZONE.

d- (D) Production projects have started their activities within the SCZONE
in manufacturing the products referred to, before issuance of decision of
their import ban from abroad.

The products referred to in paragraph 1 of such article are those of

productive projects in the SCZONE, which are marked by the SCZONE

Presidency as being manufactured therein , provided that local

manufacturing rate in it is not less than 30%.

Article (17)
The Law stipulates that, in order to release goods and products imported
from the SCZONE for the purpose of trading inside the country, the goods
shall be accompanied by a tax bill printed with the project's name,
trademark, tax registration number, address, phone number / fax / e-mail on
applying to the customs office within the SCZONE for opening a customs
statement for the exports of the productive projects in it. In addition, it shall
be accompanied by a packing list with a description of the item nature,
written on both of them; the name of the importer inside country and his tax

Article (18)

The Law stipulates that, in order to release goods imported from For the

release of imported goods from Public Bounded Warehouses in the
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SCZONE for trading inside country, the local market importer should be
registered in the importers' register - in accordance with the provisions of
Law No. 121 of 1982 on the importers' register and amendments thereof —
in respect of the goods bearing a commercial character to be sold in their
condition at the time of import or after being packed or wrapped without
carrying out any transformational or supplemental process , provided that
the Project's imports shall be accompanied by a tax bill printed with the
Project's name, trademark, tax registration number, address, telephone
number / fax / e-mail. The Project's imports shall be accompanied also by
a packing list with a description of the item nature. The name of the importer
inside the country and his tax registration number shall be registered on the
aforementioned packing list and tax bill.

Article (19)

Projects established as foreign branches for global corporations with
trademark registered internationally, Projects of Private Bounded
Warehouses , Projects of Logistics Investment Services, owners of a
trademark or regional centers, which are established by the global parent
corporation and has the exclusive right to use such trademark, may export

abroad per se the product of their trademark, provided that the export to the
local market is subject to the general regulations of import from outside the
country .
(Export to the Government)
Article (20)

Imports - from the SCZONE projects to the ministries, public bodies &
departments, local government units and public legal persons to achieve
their purposes upon entering country -are subject to general regulations of

import from outside the country.
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(SCZONE exports to local market with disability fee)
Article (21)
Projects may export goods to the local market that are paid for by a disability
fee, as specified in the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act No. 10 of 2018
and the Legally established regulations and procedures on importing goods
in the name of the disabled persons and relevant regulatory decisions of the
council, provided that such goods, when exported into country, are subject
to general regulations of import from outside the country.
(Exports in Slotting fee)

The Authority may allow logistics and production projects in the SCZONE to
participate in exhibitions for which a license is issued to be held outside the
SCZONE in Egypt, in accordance with the regulations issued by the General
Authority for International Exhibitions and Markets.
(Imports and exports without value "without consideration")
(Article 23)

Customs directly releases imported and exported goods as gifts, aids, or
abandoned without value from and to the SCZONE for public legal persons,
schools, institutes, universities, nurseries, hospitals, scientific, research,
medical and cultural centers, clubs and other cultural, educational, health and

social activities, subject to approval by the Authority

(Article 24)

The General Organization for Export and Import Control is specialized in
technical analysis and quality control of goods and commodities subject to
examination upon entering the local market only from projects of bounded
warehouses, provided that the actual examination of the specimens subject to
control is carried out in one location specified for the quality control authorities
in SCZONE to ensure thorough precise and comprehensive examination.

SCZONE projects are also obligated to fill out and submit all forms issued by
the General Organization for Export and Import Control.

Article (25)
The Customs examination and the virtual examination are conducted for the
quality control through unified committee (customs \ quality control), at the
same time the samples of laboratory examination are pulled through this

committee in the case of subordination of item for the examination.

Article (26)
The Authority, in it's capacity as entrusted with issuing export and import
approvals, shall provide the foreign trade sector in the ministry concerned with
foreign trade affairs with quarterly statistical statement with approvals made
on the basic of goods and Countries in quantity and value.

Article (27)
As the goods enter in the local market from projects of public bounded
warehouses in the area, the approved quality control provisions for importing

from abroad shall be fulfilled. Ty

SCZONE exports to outside the country in the case oi the |tem sumect to

The Authority has the right to review these procedures on a periodic basis,
through the representative of General Organization for Export & Import control
in the Supreme customs Committee, for the purpose of facilitating the
procedures and recommending for the board to issue a decision about it.
Article (29)
The projects are committed to pay fees for services of laboratory examination
for goods and commodities, which the quality control authorities determine it, in

order to confirm its compliance with Egyptian standard specifications if they are

subject to that, in accordance with applicable laws and regulations in this
regard.
Chapter two

International agreements and certificates of origin

Article (30)

Projects apply the conditions and advantages contained in international trade

agreements signed with Egypt regarding trade facilitation.
Article (31)

Certificates of origin are issued for the region's exports outside the Arab
Republic of Egypt from inside the customs complex in the customs office of the
region, Through the presence of a representative of the General Organization
for Export and Import Control, who exclusively issues certificates of origin or
transit for exports of Egyptian goods of Egyptian origin or acquired of Egyptian
origin exported to the countries concluded between them and the Arab Republic
of Egypt bilateral trade agreements, regional or multilateral trade agreements
according to which the Arab Republic of Egypt enjoys preferential transactions,

except for what is mentioned in a special provision in any of these agreements.

The certificate of origin is not issued in accordance with the terms of
preferential agreements for non-preferential agreement countries, and the
customs administration in SCZONE verifies the procedures for issuing
certificates of origin.

The Authority shall notify the Agreements Sector of the Ministry of Foreign
Trade of the Authority's approval to issue certificates of origin in accordance
with the rules and special conditions in this regard, Provided that the
aforementioned sector shall be informed of a one hard copy and an other
electronic copy annually of those authorized by the authority to sign and issue
certificates, by a decision of the president.
